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Letter from the Mayor 

To the Citizens of Carter Lake, 

Time keeps rolling on. These months seem like weeks; It is 
hard to believe that 3 years have passed since the citizens 
elected me to be Mayor. One thing is for sure, it has been an 
honor and a privilege to serve as your Mayor.    

Here is a quick update about what has taken place since Jan 
2, 2014. The day I took over to serve as your Mayor.   

The lake was a mess, thick seaweed throughout the lake 
and canals. In working with the Iowa DNR and the City of 
Omaha, we implemented a plan for mowing seaweed with 
cutters and hauling it away. In 2016, the spray chemicals 
were changed and we finally saw drastic improvements, it 
has been a long 8 years. I am hoping the lake looks even 
better this year.  To the lake users: I thank you for your 
patience.  A special thanks goes out to Chris Larson of the 
Iowa DNR for his expertise and guidance; To the volunteers, 
Maintenance Supervisor Ron Rothmeyer and Parks Director 
Chris Ethen and their crews, who all spent many hours 
working on the Lake Project. 

On another subject, the City has continued to work on 
attracting new business to Carter Lake; I believe we have 
done rather well; Lone Mountain Trucking, Holiday Inn &  
Suites, and the Hampton Inn on Abbott Drive to name a few. 
The Hampton Inn should be open in April; The Best Western 
and the LaQuinta are under new ownership; PVS has 
completed the new addition on H Street between 9th and 5th 
Streets; Tighton Tool is completing renovations to the new 
Distribution Center on Locust Street and should be open 
within the next 30-90 days; Caseyôs General Store has been open since December 2016;  

The owners of Lakeside Auto Recyclers have appeared before the Planning Board and City Council to 
request approval to make a major investment in their business. The Board and Council are working on an 
amendment to zoning which will allow for the improvements to take place. The amendment should be 
completed within the next 30 days, and Lakeside will then be able to start making improvements. 

The following is a listing of the number of employees that have come with these new businesses. Lone 
Mountain Trucking (approx.) 100; Holiday Inn & Suites 20-25; Hampton Inn 20-25; Caseyôs General Store 
25; Tighton Tool 40-50; Jonesys 10; Sgt. Peffers 25; Lake Side Auto Recyclers 40; All to often the 
investment in a business or the employees that they bring to the community can be overlooked. Just the 
new employees that have come with new businesses are a boost to Carter Lake. I always try to keep in 
touch with each business in person.  

All of the above mentioned businesses are helping to make Carter Lake a better area for future investments 
than it was in the past.  All of the above takes cooperation and support from the community to continue to 
be successful in the future.  I salute the effort and investment from all businesses and thank all of those who 
have stayed in Carter Lake throughout the years.  I also would like to commend all the volunteers and 
organizations for their continued support of Carter Lake and thank all of the employees and City Council 
Members for their long hours. I cannot thank this community enough for allowing me the privilege and honor 
to serve as your Mayor.

How many can you find in this newsletter? 
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*One of the best ways to stay safe this summer is to wear a helmet & other safety gear when biking, 
skating & skateboarding, & when riding scooters. Studies on bicycle helmets have shown they can reduce 
the risk of head injury by as much as 85 percent  

*Rules of the Road when jogging with others on the roadway, run in single file. Utilize sidewalks where 
available & practical. Always jog facing traffic. Use extreme caution when crossing streets & at intersections  

*If children are home alone make sure that the child has a list of phone numbers (neighbors, friends, 
family) that they can call if they should become frightened or in the event of an emergency. Assure that 
they know how to call 911 and when it is appropriate to do so. Also establish a schedule for the child to 
check in with mom or dad.  

*Children should always be required to check in with a parent or trusted contact person before leaving the 
house & when returning home. Teach your children that it is best to be in a group of friends when going 
places. When using public restrooms, go as a group. There is safety in numbers. Parents should know the 
route the child will be taking to & from a given location. Remind the child never to take shortcuts or deviate

This year marks our 40th Anniversary at this location. 

"In 1960 at age 19, Fred "Butch" Levell, Sr. bought a tow truck for $100 
and started a business on 5th and  Locust in Carter Lake called "Levell's 
Auto Parts." 

In the early days, the best way to get copper and other recyclables from old cars was to burn the cars out 
and snip out what was left after the fire. In 1977, Lakeside Auto Recyclers was founded when Butch 
Levell, Sr., opened a new shop on 9th and Locust that focused on auto parts only. 

In 2000, a scale was installed and recycling began on site. In 2014, Lakeside 
discontinued the parts business and now operates exclusively as a recycling 
facility. Mike Levell Sr.'s three children, Shane, Michael Jr. and Ashley, began 
working at the yard helping their father during their teen years, and today 
this eight-acre yard is being operated by the third generation of the family. 

In 2013, Lakeside Tire opened on the corner of 9th and Locust. Selling new and 
used tires, batteries and offering car washes. 

We strive to serve our community and consider our employees as extended members of the family.
